ñWeeks ago one of our Pleasantville neighbors 
asked us if our parish was interested in placing a sign 
of welcome in front of our church in the face of rising 
racist and anti-immigrant sentiment in our country.  
Many people in our village are placing these signs on 
their lawns.  The sign in English, Spanish and Arabic 
reads:  ñNo matter where you are from, weôre glad 
youôre our neighbor.ò  I readily agreed and placed these 
signs in front of both Holy Innocents and Our Lady of 
Pompeii Chapel. 
 
Sadly someone removed the sign in front of Pompeii.  
Even more egregiously this vandalism occurred the 
very weekend that racist, white supremacist and neo 
Nazi violence erupted in Charlottesville, Virginia.  
Currently the Pleasantville police are investigating the 
crime.  Another sign will replace the one that was 
ripped off the lawn.  Perhaps this was a matter of 
random and senseless vandalism.  Perhaps someone 
disliked the message or the Arabic script. The act is 
particularly offensive as Our Lady of Pompeii is 
preparing to celebrate its centennial.  Pompeii was  
literally built by Italian immigrants as a spiritual refuge 
at a time when they were made to feel unwelcome and 
ridiculed.  Depending on the motive for the sign 
removal it could be prosecuted as a federal hate crime, 
like swastikas defacing synagogues and Jewish 
institutions. 
 
I also want to highlight some other incidents of 
vandalism at Pompeii.  In recent weeks historic pictures 
have been removed from the chapel  We had hoped to 
incorporate them into the celebration of the 100th 
anniversary.  Also music books were removed from the 
choir loft without any authorization.  These were 
collected over the years by our OLP organist Bob 
Brutting.  If anyone knows the whereabouts of this 
musicðmuch of it irreplaceableðplease notify the 
parish office.  Nothing is to be removed or discarded 
from either Holy Innocents or Our Lady of Pompeii 
without my approval! 
 
As a parish we continue to welcome immigrants.  We 
have many active members from India, the Philippines, 
Asia, Latin America and Africa.  We are blessed by 
their presence and we vehemently oppose the Alt-Right 
and its ugly un-American and un-Christian ideology 
which insults all of us as Catholics.  Love conquers 
hate.  We are on the side of love.  All are welcome!

RENEW AND REBUILD  
 

The New York Archdiocese ñRenew and Rebuildò 
campaign has begun at Holy Innocents.  This is a 
major five year capital campaign which will address the 
infrastructure needs at our parish and support 
important archdiocesan objectives.  Monies raised will 
be shared (26% to archdiocese, 74% to Holy 
Innocents) and the first year of this campaign will 
include the 2017 Cardinalôs Appeal. The  archdiocesan 
Cardinalôs Appeal will return in 2018.  
 
We have identified specific areas that are in need of 
attention at Holy Innocents.  Replacing the HVAC is 
our number one financial obligation and repairs are 
underway.  Other needs identified include improving 
the acoustics in the social hall, installing security 
cameras, and repairing the rectory roof.  Projects will 
be scheduled based on the amount of money raised.   I 
and parish volunteers have already begun contacting 
parishioners for this campaign and solicitations will 
continue by  phone and by mail as  "Renew and 
Rebuild is rolled out in full this autumn.

A friend of our Music Ministry, Gerard Roche, wrote a 
note to Joe saying ñThe joy and inspiration you and 
your team have and do, washes up on shores youôll 
never know about.ò  Gerry included a copy of a 
response to a New York Times magazine article, Is 
There a Right Way to Pray? by Zev Chafets.  The 
article appears in the September 16, 2009 edition and 
the response was written on September 20. 2009.   
 
In the article Mr. Chafets investigates the personal 
relationships humans enter into with God through 
prayer.  He travels throughout the country visiting 
various churches, and congregations and interviewing 
clergy and laity.  He also participates in the services.  
He visited the Brooklyn Tabernacle, had a session with 
a spiritual trainer, bakes matzo with a rabbi at a Long 
Island synagogue, and celebrates Resurrection Day at 
the Assembly of God church in Berkley Springs, West 
Virginia.   
 
He found that traditional prayers are being altered 
through the changes in culture, and the intermingling of 
cultures and practices.  His summation is that while 
there are some 300,000 churches in America, he liked 
his experience with children the best.  ñThey prayed to 
a God with whom they were on a first-name basis, and 
they believed their prayers gave them power, which 
they used on behalf of their asthmatic sisters, and 
infirmed grandparents.  They didnôt need techniques or 
ways to de-center their egos.ò 
 
In response to this article, Richard A. Block, Senior 
Rabbi at the Temple in Beachwood, Ohio wrote:  
ñpersonal, private, prayer thrives on solitude, but the 
spiritual engine of communal prayer is music.  Music 
lifts the spirit, stirs the soul and enables us to 
experience transcendence in ways that even the most 
well-written liturgy cannot.ò
