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Holy Smokes!!

Many times when our pastor Fr. Burns celebrates mass, he uses incense and we see clouds of smoke rising and a
unique smell drifting through the air.

Incense is an aromatic substance obtained from certain resinous trees which give off smoke or perfume when it is
burned. It has been used in Christian liturgy from its earliest centuries. It was a part of the Jewish tradition that
came before it.

During the celebration of mass, an altar server or sacristan will lift the top of a golden censer, also called a thurible,
which is a vessel suspended by chains. The priest drops a spoonful of incense into the burning coals inside. The
priest then takes the censer and holds it in his right hand at the height of the breast and grasps the chain, near the
cover. The left hand, holding the top of the chain is placed on the breast. The censer is then raised upward to the
height of the eyes to begin an outward motion or swing. The more dignified the person or the object, the more times
the thurible is swung.

Three Times 1 the Most Blessed Sacrament, a relic of the Holy Cross, and images of the Lord exposed for public
veneration. The offerings for the Sacrifice of the Mass, the altar cross, the Book of the Gospels, the paschal candle,
the priest and the people.

Twice 1 relics and images of the saints exposed for public veneration

Once 1 an altar that is freestanding, the priest incenses walking around it.

The smoke of the incense is symbolic of sanctification and purification, as well as symbolic of the prayers of the
faithful. In Catholic liturgy, the ritual of burning incense is meant to remind us to pray, and that our prayer rises to
God like the smoke, purifying our worship of God, and allowing the Holy Spirit to work in us and make us holy.

After the priest completes the incensing, he will hand the censer to the altar server who will complete three swings,
sanctifying the priest for the Liturgy of the Eucharist. At Holy Innocents, the altar server will then move to the
congregation utilizing the same three sections used for the distribution of Communion. When the altar server comes
to a section, those seated should rise, and after the three swings, respond with a profound bow (from the waist).

Incense is also used during funeral masses. At the final commendation, the priest may incense the coffin, both as a
sign of honor to the body of the deceased which became the temple of the Holy Spirit at baptism, and as a sign of

the faithfulds prayers for the deceased rising to Godf.
