Indeed, the word of God is living and effective, sharper than any two-edged sword, penetrating even between
soul and spirit, joints and marrow, and able to discern reflections and thoughts of the heart.

MUSIC MINISTRY

Have you ever noticed that some of the older hymns we use often have the same melody but different lyrics?
There are several examples and this week’s Entrance hymn, Be Thou My Vision is one of them. It uses the
melody of an Irish folksong collected in the village of Slane. The hymn Lord of All Hopefulness utilized that
same lrish melody.

Speculation abounds on how this came to be. Lyricists may have used a familiar tune so that participants
could focus on the words. Simple melodies fostered participation, copyright laws and litigation were not as
prevalent.

In the 1800s accompanists had a “tune book” and congregants had a “hymn book”. The tune played matched
the lyrics based on meter and the number of syllables. As people became more musically literate, it became
more common to print the melody, and provide a hymn name, often the first line, and lyrics.
