Liturgy Notes for
THE EPIPHANY OF THE LORD
January 8, 2023

The Magi revealed that our search for meaning, our search for eternal life, leads to worship. Our response to
the Father’s offer of salvation must be that of the Magi: “To offer gold is to proclaim Christ’s Kingship, to offer
incense is to adore his Godhead, and to offer myrrh is to acknowledge his mortality” (Saint Odilo of Cluny).
Creation responds as well: “When the king of heaven was born, the heavens knew that he was God because
they immediately sent forth a star; the sea knew him because it allowed him to walk upon it; the earth knew
him because it trembled when he died; the sun knew him because it hid the rays of its light” (Saint Gregory
the Great). Coming to know the Son of God changes our lives: “Copartners in the promise in Christ Jesus
through the Gospel,” we are led home by another way.

Entrance Antiphon
Behold, the Lord, the mighty One, has come; and kingship is in his grasp, and power and dominion.

Collect (Opening Prayer)

O God, who on this day revealed your Only Begotten Son to the nations by the guidance of a stay, grant in
your mercy that we, who know you already by faith, may be brought to behold the beauty of your sublime
glory. Through our Lord Jesus Christ, your Son, who lives and reigns with you in the unity of the Holy Spirit,
God, for ever and ever.

This weekend we celebrate
the Feast of the Epiphany.
The traditional hymn for this

ﬁMUSlC feast day is We Three Kings,

11]15{[}/ written by John Hopkins Jr.
He was born in Pittsburgh,

the son of an Episcopal bish-

op. He graduated from the
University of Vermont in 1839 and earned a Master’s
degree in 1845. In 1850 he graduated from the
General Theological Seminary and became the sem-
inary’s first music teacher from 1855 to 1857.

The Episcopal Church celebrated Epiphany in both
America and the United Kingdom and during the
1800s this special day was traditionally the day the
Christmas tree was taken down and children re-
ceived the gifts and treats that had been hanging on
it since it had been first cut. John Hopkins Jr. had
no children of his own, but had several nieces and
nephews and often observed them counting down
the moments until they could raid the evergreen.
They, like so many, were unaware of the symbolism
the bearing of gifts had to those brought by the wise
men to Jesus.

In 1857 he decided his gift to his nieces and neph-
ews would be a moving tribute to the legendary visi-
tors from the East as described in the gospel of Mat-
thew. As a seminary graduate, he knew little was
known about the travelers so he combined the bibli-
cal record of the trip with legends that had been
passed down.

The result is a song that is instructive and worshipful.
The cadence of the melody fully captures the image
of a trip across the desert and plains on camels. The
hymn has an oriental, or Middle Eastern feel, and the
words dramatically embrace the trip, as if he had
been there with them.

John Hopkins Jr. served as rector of Christ Episcopal
Church in Williamsport, Pennsylvania and delivered
the eulogy at the funeral of President Ulysses S.
Grant. He died in 1885 in Hudson, NY and is buried
next to his father at Bishop’s House, Rock Point, Ver-
mont.

As we sing the refrain today, think of his powerful
view of the star, guiding the wise men on their jour-
ney then, and all of us on our life’s journey now.

“star of wonder, star of night...... guide us to thy per-
fect light”
