This weekend our Offertory hymn is | Want to Walk as a
Child of the Light. The tune and the lyrics were written
by Kathleen Thomerson.

Ms. Thomerson grew up in Mississippi, California and
Texas. She studied music at the Universities of Colorado
and Texas, the Flemish Royal Conservatory in Antwerp,
Belgium and privately in Paris, France.

According to the composer the song was written as a
Ascriptural medi tation and
verses including Genesis 1:17, Isaiah 60:19, Psalm
139:12, and Hebrews 1:3.0
heard the melody to which they were to be sung taking
shape in her mind. The tune is titled Houston because it
was written during an extremely hot summer in St. Louis
where she had no air-conditioning and was suffering
numerous brown outs. She left to visit her mother who
lived in air-conditioned comfort in Houston, Texas.
Kathleen finished the song there and presented it to the
local church. It was first sung at the Church of the
Redeemer in Houston, and later published in various
hymnals and in many languages.

In preparing this article, the research into this hymn
uncovered many opinions on its worthiness for use in
liturgy. Some Music directors and organists found it too
irregular, and the lyrics mediocre and clumsy, others

found it simple and perfect for children. Liturgists
di scussed t he Il yrics bein
about what Al 06 want and no

a song of praise to God. Most agreed the melody was
Afcatchyo.

Kathleen Thomerson is currently the organist and music
director at Mt. Olive Lutheran Church in Austin, Texas.
As stated in her quote above, it was written as a
scriptural meditation, and most likely a personal reflection
and sharing of her faith.
