Greetings, -

As we continue to navigate a world that is continually broken by senseless violence, how vitally important it is
for you and me to draw close to the presence of God. Only by placing Him and the Church He has given us
at the center of our lives can you and | become intimate participants in his Light and active givers of that True
Peace that the world does not know.

We have a special opportunity to draw close to the Lord this Thursday and Friday. On Thursday (Feb. 2",
we will celebrate The Feast of the Presentation of the Lord, when the infant Jesus was brought to the Tem-
ple. When Simeon saw him, he announced that he would be a “light for all nations.” Because of this prophe-
cy, this Feast is always connected to candles and to light. On this day, therefore, come to the church and
light a candle anytime between 8am and 8pm. We will have special candles available for you to light in the
sanctuary of the church and special prayer cards (see the text below). At 6pm will be the beautiful candle-lit

Mass. For this Mass, you are welcome to bring your own candles from home so that they can be blessed at
the beginning of the Mass. This Mass will conclude with adoration of the Blessed Sacrament, which will con-
tinue until 8pm. Truly, Jesus in the Eucharist is our “true light” which illuminates even the deepest darkness.
Then, on Friday, we have our usual First Friday devotions. As usual on this monthly observance, | invite you
to be reconciled to Christ in Confession, to spend time in prayer at adoration, and to join us for Mass.

Liturgy Notes
Third Sunday in Ordinary Time-January 29

Pope Benedict XVI noted that the individual Beatitudes are the fruit of Christ looking upon his disciples. “The
Beatitudes express the meaning of discipleship.... What the Beatitudes mean cannot be expressed in purely
theoretical terms; it is proclaimed in the life and suffering, and in the mysterious joy, of the disciple who gives
himself over completely to following the Lord.” The Beatitudes demonstrate conclusively how God, in choos-
ing the weak of the world, “shames what is strong”. Therefore, with great certainty and conviction we, “the
humble of the earth”, from the stance of our utter nothingness, “seek the Lord”. For it is due to him that we are
in Christ Jesus—through his gaze on the mountain we become like him

IHISfI‘)/ tiphon typically consists of
one or more verses from the
psalms or another part of
scripture. You may have no-
ticed the sung Entrance and Communion antiphons
that are now part of our liturgies.

The Marian antiphons are a group of hymns in the
Gregorian chant repertory of the Catholic Church.
They are not true antiphons because they are not as-
sociated with a psalm verse, and may also be re-
ferred to as anthems or chants.

According to the tradition, before Vatican Il, the four
Marian antiphons followed a date driven schedule,
but today each is assigned a liturgical season.

Alma Redemptoris Mater — Advent/Christmas
Season

Ava Regina Caelorum — Season of Lent

Regina Coeli — Easter Season

Salve Regina — Ordinary Time

This marks forty days,

temple. The observation of Candlemas, (“Candle
Mass”), may include blessing candles, candle-lit pro-
cessions, and Mass.

The tradition of Candlemas follows the events told in
Luke’s gospel, Chapter 2, which Mary and Joseph fol-
low the Lord’s command to bring Jesus to the temple
with an offering of two doves to fulfill their responsibility
under the law. While they were there, they met Sime-
on, a righteous, Spirit-filled man who had been prom-
ised he would see the Messiah before he died. While
he held baby Jesus, he praised God!

At Holy Innocents we will celebrate Candlemas and all
are invited to come to church and light a candle
throughout the day. The celebration will culminate in
the celebration of Mass at 6:00 PM.
