PASTOR’S GREETING—Fr. Luke Hoyt, O.P.
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Greetings,

Lent is nearly upon us, with Ash Wednesday in just a few days. As we enter Lent, we are called to 1) give
something up as a fast; 2) give alms to charity; and 3) make time for prayer. In making these commitments,
we allow the Spirit to lead us to the “place” of Lent — which is the desert.

Many centuries ago God called his chosen people into the desert, bringing them out of Egypt, across the Red
Sea, and into the wilderness. After Jesus’ baptism in the Jordan River, the Spirit drove him into the desert
where he fasted, prayed, and was tempted. The early Christians in the first centuries of the Church, felt God

pulling them into the desert as well — and they set up hermitages and monasteries in the wildernesses of
Egypt and Syria and Israel. This same call to the desert is in turn given to all of us as the People of God eve-
ry Lent — and in our Lenten observances, we strive to answer this call.

Why does God draw his people into the desert? Perhaps it is because in the silence and austerity of the de-
sert, he can speak to us. He wants to bring us into a space that is removed from the noise and clutter of our
usual surroundings and teach us the one perennial lesson that we are always having to learn anew: that He
alone is our true bread and true drink, and that honoring his central place in our lives is our deepest obliga-

tion.

The train for the desert leaves from Holy Innocents this Wednesday. Look forward to seeing you there,

7th Sunday in Ordinary Time
The Lord says to Moses, “Be holy, for I, the Lord
your God, am holy.” And Jesus says to his disci-
ples, “Be perfect just as your heavenly Father is
perfect.” We may at first be cowed by this daunt-
ing command. But that is a sign that we are judg-
ing by “the wisdom of this world”—thoughts that
are “foolishness”. In order to become perfect as
the Father, we must first “learn to be a fool before
[we] can really be wise”. Only such foolishness
makes us realise that we do not have what it
takes to be perfect as the Father. That perfection
is possible only if it is given to us. Holiness con-
sists in such humble receptivity before God’s
grace. We ask with absolute confidence because
we “belong to Christ”.
